The fee covers utility costs, and janitorial services for the auditorium, and does not include honorariums for pastor, instrumentalists, etc.  The janitorial service does not include cleaning and mopping of kitchen & fellowship hall, this will be the responsibility of the wedding party.  It is also the responsibility of the wedding party to take the trash sacks from the kitchen out to the dumpster on Fifth Street, arrange for the rooms to be restored to order (dishes washed, decorations removed, and furniture returned to its place).  Any other janitorial assistance needed, and fees for this assistance, should be prearranged by the wedding party.

PLEASE READ CAREFULLY:

This application must be filled out, turned in  to the office, have staff approval, and fees paid before the wedding date can be put on the Official Church Calendar.  Although a date may be open, it cannot be officially reserved until it is put on the Calendar.  From time to time, programs will be presented in the auditorium that will require the installation of additional lighting and props that may require several hours of work to prepare. Since many times wedding are planned as much as a year in advance, it is not always possible to have all these types of programs on the Calendar at the time a wedding is scheduled. In the event of this type of conflict, arrangements will need to be made between the bride and groom and the program director as far in advance as possible to co-ordinate decorating for the wedding and installation of program equipment.

We at First Baptist Church, Sweeny, believe that the wedding ceremony should be one of the highlights in a person's life; therefore we hold it in very high esteem.  It is our hope that all who are a part of this ceremony will also see it as both a joyful and solemn occasion.  For this reason, we request that all members of the wedding party conduct themselves in an orderly manner throughout the ceremony.  There will be no alcoholic beverages whatsoever brought on to the grounds of the church, and no member of the wedding party should consume alcohol before the ceremony.  Failure to comply with these requests will result in action up to and including the cancellation of the wedding ceremony.
We understand the guidelines set forth above, and agree to all of the provisions.
